Membership seems so ingtitutional and
vague in terms of the call we haveto one
another. Partnership states clearly that we
are here together for a purpose and that we
believe in that purpose. Asaresult, there
are certain obligations that come with that
partnership. It almost sounds like marriage,
doesn't it!! When Tracy and | committed to
be married, we obligated ourselvesto live
in partnership with each other in a commit-

ment that is mutual, binding and in service
and respect of each other through the love of
Jesus. Another word for thisis"covenant.”
But again, thisis good word that has some
baggage attached to it, so it a'so may not
speak the essence of what we are asking peo-
pleto do.

Diana has been the Macau field treasurer for
CBlInternational during her ministry. She has
also served as ateacher and on the school
board at Macau Christian Academy, a 1st
through 8th grade local missionary children’s
school. Diana enjoys discipling women and
has served as arole model and encourager to
fellow teammates as well as being aloving
and caring wife and mom at home.

The Mayhughs' ministry in Macau began in
1979. Alongside co-workers, they founded
Great Wall Ministries (GWM). Paul teaches
Greek and theology at Macau Bible Institute
(MBI) and has authored both beginning and
intermediate Chinese Greek grammars. To-
gether with other coworkers the Mayhughs
have established three churches and a street
meeting ministry. In the street meeting out-
reach, people share Christ through tracts,
music, testimonies, plays and direct evangel -
ism. Over 1,000 people have come to Christ
asaresult of this ministry.

The acronym AWANA
comes from the first letters of the words
in the phrase “ Approved Workmen Are
Not Ashamed’ (2 Tim. 2:15). There are
currently 9,200 churches in the US that
have AWANA Clubs.
AWANA can befound in
over 2,500 churchesin more
than 100 other countries
around the world.

AWANA holds 10 Standards

of Excellence:
We reach boys and girls with the
gospel of Christ and train them to
serve Him.
We recruit, train and motivate lead-
ers and clubbersto serve the local
church.
We use positive discipline to main-
tain order throughout the entire club
meeting.
We attract children with games and
activities.
We encourage memorization, under-
standing and application of scripture.
We use the elements of Council
Time (teaching) effectively (rightly
dividing the Word of Truth).
We motivate children through incen-
tives.

We manage God' s resources with
faithfulness and integrity.

We minister to parents and family

members.

We magnify the impact of our
church’s ministry through the coop-
eration of the national AWANA
Ministry.

We find that these standards, along with
the AWANA doctrinal statement, match
well with our goals.

The material that AWANA creates
reaches kids at their own level. It sys-
tematically teaches building blocks of
theology and expands on those blocks.
A child in Cubbies learns basic biblical
conchts that are reinforced in Sparks
(K-2"). The concepts are further ex-
panded in TnT (3"-6™), and yet more
complicated concepts are intro-
duced.
